However, a successful advocate will develop
a meaningful relationship with a lawmaker and their staff, and
become a trusted messenger and resource in public health
matters. Lawmakers are not experts in public health policy, and
they rely on their staff and constituents like local health officials
to educate them on policy and fiscal matters in order to craft
legislation that keeps Americans healthy and safe. The deadline
to submit applications is January 8, 2024 at 11:59 PST.
